been withdrown.Llowyers for the plain-,
tiff in John Doe 16 v. Holy See filed a
notice of volumtary dismissai Feb. 10,
bringing the case effedively to an and.
The lawsu® wasz flled n r‘-pri! 200 in
the U.S. District Court In Milwavkee by
an unnamed lilincls man who claimed
he hod been molested by Fother Law-
rance Murphy during the latier's time on
the staff of Milwoukee's St John's
School for the Deaf.

The lawsuit cloimed that the Vaticon
"ha: known  about the wlidespread
problem of dhlldhood sexual abuse
committed by its clergy far centuries,
but hos covered up that abuse and
thereby perpetvated the abuea” The
lowsuit also sought 1o prove that the
Vatican s a giobal business emplre,

engaging in "commerclal octivity” in
Wisconsin and across the United States,
and holding “ungualified power” over
each dlocese, parlsh and follower.

leffrey S. Lleno, an American aHorney
for the Hc:~h|r See, welcomed the with-
drawal of "follacious allagatisns of
Holy See respnnslbilltr and liability for
John Doe 165 abuse.” "A case like this
one ageinst the Holy See, which wos
held together by no more tharp @ men-
dodous weh of allegations of interna-
tlonal conspiracy, amounted to a misuse
of judicial process and a waste of judi-

For the Sobha, the entire parish
voamas fogether for o whole wewek or
ot leasy 3-4 days of the particular
weak, The plaming & done by the
prigsts of the parish whh the Parish
Council. A sultable venue is chozen
for the Saobha — sometimes in the
Church compound, bur mostly in the

A huge tent or "pondal’ of bomboo
work, covered on all sides with coir-
matting, claths or branches of trees is

big alfar Is bullt for the liturgical
celabrotlons, with special arrange-
ments for the chalr and first cammu-
nicanis on one side and, on the ofher
side, chaire $or vhe sicrers and promi-
nent people in the parish.

Thers is o detailed programme for
each day, frem morning tll évening,
consisting of morning prayer, the
Eucharlstic celebration, cotechetical
instrucllons, Charlsmatic pralse and
worthip, praparotion of chlldren for
their first Communlon and Confirma-
Hlon, marrioge-praparetien for cou-
